 Four Area Kiwanis Clubs Celebrate 90th Anniversaries 

 

 On August 26, 2010, 80 Kiwanians and friends gathered at 
Maplewood in Bridgeport for a banquet celebrating the 90th anniversaries 
of the Kiwanis Clubs of Clarksburg, Fairmont, Morgantown, and Philippi.  
Sponsored and organized by members of the Clarksburg club, the event 
was attended by District Governor Tina Larch, from Weirton, and Gover-
nor-Designate Kevin Dean and Immediate Past Governor Jim McClung, 
both from Morgantown, as well as Past Governors Bob Hammer and Ray 
Richardson, from Fairmont.  Also present were members from the brand 
new Kiwanis Club of Northern Harrison County, as well as members from 
the Wheeling, Philippi, Fairmont, Morgantown, Clarksburg, Suncrest, 
Bridgeport, and Salem-Doddridge Co. clubs.   

                                   
 The celebration of Kiwanis longevity was also dedicated to the 
memory of the late Richard ñDocò Heal, a 45-year member of the Clarks-
burg Kiwanis who passed away on the actual 90th anniversary date of 
the Clarksburg club, August 5, 2010, who had been greatly looking for-
ward to discussing his lifelong affiliation with Kiwanis.  Judi Funk, Ray 
Richardson, Art Hahn and Bob Tolley regaled the attendees with the 
storied histories of the Philippi, Fairmont, Morgantown and Clarksburg 
clubs, respectively.  A common theme of service to youth and support-
ing the Kiwanis International service leadership programs was readily 
apparent, and each of the clubs has clearly had a significant impact up-
on the communities in which they serve.  Attendees participated in a 
raffle, the beneficiaries of which are the three new clubs in the area:  
Salem-Doddridge Co., Preston Co., and Northern Harrison Co.  

Kiwanis clubs are composed of both men and women who have a common interest in 
providing needed service to their community.  The Kiwanis objective is to enhance our communities 
with a major emphasis on projects oriented toward providing service to and opportunities for our 
youth.  Kiwanis clubs sponsor Kiwanis-family organizations that provide young people and adults 
with opportunities to perform community service and develop leadership skills.  K-Kids Clubs in ele-
mentary schools, Builders Clubs in junior high and middle schools, Key Clubs in high schools, Circle 
K clubs at the collegiate level, Aktion Clubs for adults living with disabilities, and Key leader, a youth 
leadership development program, reach out to those in need and develop future generations of lead-
ers.  Bring Up Grades (BUG) and Terrific Kids are part of the Kiwanis program to help develop self 
esteem, leadership skills, morals and standards, and respect for others at an early age. 

 The Kiwanis Clubs of Moundsville, Parkersburg and Williamson are also 
celebrating 90 years of service in 2010.  Huntington and Wheeling turned 90 in 
2009 and 2008, respectively.
